Pursuant to Government Code Section 17581, the Department of Finance must notify local
agencies of any statute or executive order, or portion thereof, for which operation of the
mandate has been identified as suspended by the Legislature in the Budget Act.

The enciosed document contains the mandates that have been suspended for fiscal year
2009-10. Those with asterisks nexi to their names are new suspensions for 2009-10. During
this period, and until the subsequent Budget Act is enacted, local agencies are not required to
implement or give effect to any mandate that has been suspended. Further, there will be no
reimbursement for this period in which the Legislature has suspended the operation of a
mandate pursuant to Government Code Section 17581 and Section 6, Article XIll B of the
California Constitution.
